To apply for UNM Care or Out-of-County Care, you have to give us documents that
prove your identity and where you live.

Sometimes people don’t have these documents. If you don’t, you can ask a
caseworker, community health worker, healthcare provider, or community agency
who knows you and your situation to provide a written statement confirming your
identity and/or residency. This is called an attestation letter. Attestation means to
confirm or give your word that something is true.
